MEMBER SPOTLIGHT on The Fox Company... 
 
 The Fox Company has its origins in John Fox who, in 1930, was appointed the independent sales representative for the Eastman 
Machine Company, covering most of the South. Headquartered in Charlotte, John and his wife would drive the Southern states promoting and 
servicing the Eastman line. As more and more industry moved South from the Northeast, John opted to give up territory which he could no 
longer cover efficiently, rather than set up a regional network of subsidiary offices. Eventually, The Fox Company was limited to servicing 
North and South Carolina only. When the Eastman Company purchased CRA, John took on that line as well, and continued to concentrate 
only in the cutting room side of the business. 

 In the late 1970’s, when already in his 80’s, John decided 
to retire. An agreement was entered into between the Eastman 
Company, John Fox, and the Berzack family, who had been 
associated with Eastman both in South Africa and the UK for 
many years. In terms of this agreement, the Berzack family 
acquired the now incorporated John E. Fox, Inc.  
 Under the new management, The Fox Company started 
to move out of its traditional cutting only philosophy into a full 
range supplier of machinery and parts to the apparel industry, 
encompassing not only cutting, but also sewing and pressing, 
together with a service and parts division. Initially Fox aligned 
itself exclusively with Juki, in view of the long relationship the 
South Africa and UK divisions had had with Juki, and although 

Juki remains the premier line carried, Fox today represents 
and distributes equipment from all major machinery 
manufacturers. 
 The decline of the USA apparel industry has presented 
many challenges to The Fox Company. To a degree Fox has 
been able to follow its customers to Mexico and the Caribbean 
basin, but as these markets have also declined, so has Fox 
been forced to reassess its strategy. The Fox Company has 
always looked to placing itself apart from its competitors, by 
sourcing and promoting exclusive product lines such as the 
Luna Press range of equipment designed for the men’s shirt 
industry, the Jefic placket setters for polo style knit shirts, and 
the line of Oteman cloth spreaders.  

 In recent years, non-apparel sewing and cutting has become an increasingly more important market for Fox’s products. To meet the 
challenges presented by requirements peculiar to non-apparel applications, Fox has in its Georgia facility developed a family of spreading and 
cutting machines, modular in design, enabling Fox to assess the customer need, and to build a machine around the need, rather than 
presenting the customer with a machine to which he must adapt his production. To compliment this range, Fox is promoting specialized cutting 
machines from Oteman.  
 Despite the challenges and difficulties facing suppliers such as Fox, we are determined to continue evolving, as is evidenced by the next 
generation of the Berzack family being actively involved in the company.

Quality is 
monitored through in-line inspections as well as 100% final 
inspection with completely computerized tracking and 
documentation. 

 Packaging and Distribution is multifaceted as well. 
Packaging is provided in-house for goods sewn domestically 
and in Canada. We can accommodate most packaging 
procedures and offer pressing, folding, hanging, bagging, 
and ticketing. Worldwide distribution is also available via air, 
land and sea.

For this reason, YKK® fasteners are fully 
patent protected, and are supported by a heavy investment in 
various global brand awareness activities and in the research 
and development that has produced these most recognized 
and reliable fasteners. 
 Unfortunately, as have many famous brands, YKK® brand 
products have also become widely imitated and counterfeited 
in both the apparel and footwear sectors. Thus for YKK, 
counterfeiting has become a serious problem, particularly for 
goods originating in Asia.

World’s Smallest 3D Body Scanner 
 
 [TC]² announces the release of its latest 3D body scanning technology – the NX-16. 
Measuring only 4X4.5 feet in dimension, this full body scanner is designed to be able to fit in the 
space of an existing retail changing room. “The #1 issue with the implementation of body 
scanners in retail or public settings is the cost and availability of space,” according to David 
Bruner, [TC]²’s VP of Technology Development. “Retailers generally will not give up a single 
square foot of selling space for a body scanner, but many are excited about a unit that fits within 
an existing changing room.” 
 Like [TC]²’s previous model, the NX-12, the new scanner uses safe white light 
technology, offers a private self-scanning mode of operation, is highly accurate and easy to use. 
Apparel application opportunities include made-to-measure clothing, size and style 
recommendation, creation of 3D avatars for virtual dressing, sizing surveys, and many more. 
 Adds Bruner, “With the body scanner in the changing area there is no extra burden on 
the consumer for changing clothes to get an accurate body scan – because they are already 
there trying on garments.” 
 The NX-16 is also being offered for new applications in the health, fitness, and medical industries.  New application features 
include body composition measurement, measurement tracking over time, and 3D body shape measuring and monitoring.   
 Demonstrations of the NX-16 body scanner are available at [TC]²’s Cary, NC facility, and the scanner will be shown at 
upcoming trade shows, including the IHRSA 2007 Convention in San Francisco in March, and the SPESA Expo 2007 in Miami in 
May.
