Luxury Lingerie Company Selects Lectra

Van de Velde has acquired Lectra's VectorLingerieMX to
optimize its production.

The company, established in 1919 and based in
Schellebelle, Belgium, designs and manufactures luxurious
women's lingerie under the brand names Marie J0©, Marie Jo
L'Aventure® and PrimaDonna®.

To meet the needs of a very demanding global clientele for
which it produces 300 new models and ships more than five
million finished articles annually, the company selected the
VectorLingerieMX, which is ideal for cutting small, intricately
shaped lingerie pieces. It combines precision cutting with
production flexibility, exceptional output and high-volume cutting
capacity.

In addition, it also features pilot software that adapts the
system to the particulars of the delicate, elastic materials used in
lingerie.

The results? With its previous cutters, Van de Velde could
only cut up to 30 layers of fabric with five-millimeter buffers
between cut pieces. Now, it can cut 60 plies with buffers of three
millimeters, and has increased cutting speed by 30 percent.

Also, by reducing buffer zones to three millimeters, the
company has reduced fabric consumption by 4 percent. All of this
has led to annual savings of $770,548 in US dollars.
